Rick Ingram gave us a slide review of a recent accident in south Texas involving the moving of some pipe. In this accident a person was seriously hurt when the pipe rolled over him while being moved. Everyone agreed they received a valuable lesson they could take back to their prospective companies from Rick’s sharing of this incident. 

Roosevelt Smith as MC for the meeting asked what was happening in other areas of the country. Greg Hardin shared what the West Texas Safety Association was presenting with its enhanced BOP containing H2S, Hazcom, and Trenching & Shoring. Rick Ingram discussed the high incident rates in the area served by STEPS (south Texas). Jim Shelton gave the fatality statistics for OSHA’s District 6. Everyone agreed there were way too many fatalities. At this point there was a general discussion on what training has been requested by operators. Rick Ingram took this as an action item to try and find out other operator’s safety training requirements. 
Sonny outlined the process SafeGulf had used in determining operator requirements. A general discussion ensued about what SafeGulf had accomplished. Milton Bell and Dean Rayburn both on the SafeGulf Advisory Group outlined where SafeGulf came from and what had been accomplished to date. There followed some discussion as to how large the group should be that directs this initiative. All present agreed it would be of value to have Sonny, Milton and Dean come to the next meeting with an outline of the SafeGulf curriculum and other SafeGulf information such as by-laws and mission statement.
It was agreed by the group that there was enough energy around SafeLand to move forward. The next meeting was scheduled for Oct. 5th. BP is going to check on a meeting room and try to host the meeting.
