The meeting opened with Rich Connell giving safety evacuation information and then introductions of those present.

Next were reports from the safety councils that were present.

Phil Young representing the West Texas Safety Association gave an overview of their safety orientation. (see attached) 

Billy Stidham reported for the Rocky Mountain Safety Council. (see attached)

Rick Ingram spoke for the STEPS group in south Texas. They are in the process of reviewing orientations and at this time have accepted the PEC orientation. In the near future they will be announcing other acceptable programs.

Other areas providing safety orientations were: The Oklahoma Safety Council with locations in Oklahoma City and Tulsa and the Oklahoma Technical Centers with 15 participating locations throughout the state. Farmington has the San Juan Jr. College, Longview has the East Texas Safety Council, Borger has the Panhandle Safety Council and Levelland has the South Plains Jr. College providing orientation.
Sonny Hedges and Dean Rayburn represented SafeGulf. They reminded the group not to expect results overnight that they had been working out details for four years. They covered how SafeGulf functions. There are four organizations that can input student information PEC, IADC, OMSA and ASC. They are responsible for auditing their members every three years and ensuring that they will meet SafeGulf requirements for training.
