Sonny Hedges opened with an overview of the common SafeGulf modules along with the four extra modules used by the interconnecting pipe contractors. The four extra modules are hearing, NORM, fall protection, and welding/burning.
There was some general discussion about other HSE orientation curriculums and what might be different between them.

The operators agreed it would be necessary for them to take a leadership role in the organization to ensure the organization pushed forward. 

After some additional discussion it was decided by the group to adopt all but one of the topics that are in SafeGulf as they have already been approved by the management of four of the major oil companies (BP,Chevron,ExxonMobil,Shell). The one change would be to drop the offshore module and possible substitute trenching and shoring. 

The group also decided to amend the Mission Statement to read: To monitor and continuously improve the HSE orientation standards for the US land contractor community.
Eric Rosemann was elected to serve on the Curriculum Committee as the (CDT) Contractor Development Team member.

The group adopted the anti trust guidelines from SafeGulf and they will be read at each meeting. “All meetings must have a written agenda that is circulated and reviewed prior to the meeting. Attendees must strictly follow the agenda. Topics not on the agenda must be deferred until the next meeting. An attendee shall be assigned to record and distribute the minutes of each meeting. The minutes shall include a record of who attended the meeting. Under no circumstances shall attendees discuss: Price, production decisions, marketing decisions, and the person with whom, and the terms on which, each company conducts business. These matters are to be decided unilaterally by each company without agreement or even communication with competitors”

A note from Joe Hurt who was not able to attend was read to the group. 

I am traveling and cannot attend the meeting.  One thing I think is of
importance is that groups such as Safe Gulf or Safe Land should be led by
contractor or operator representatives.  I do not believe someone who has a
financial interest should lead the group or any committees.  Consultants,
representative of consulting firms or associations should serve as advisory
only and those who have to put out the money to cover the costs that result
from additional requirements should be those who lead the committee(s) and
the group.
